Dear Parent/Guardian,
HeadStart is working in partnership with your child’s school and a number of schools across England. As part of HeadStart, we began measuring wellbeing in young people in your child’s year group in 2017 and will continue doing so for one final year. Some of you may have opted your child out from this research project at some point since 2017, in which case please disregard this letter as they will not be involved in this research.
[bookmark: _GoBack]For those with children who are involved you may remember that this involves your child, along with all pupils in their year group, completing a short online questionnaire at school. It asks questions about how your child feels about their school, friends, and themselves. This research aims to gain a better understanding of young people’s wellbeing. This year, based on feedback and suggestions from pupils about what has been missing from the survey in previous years, Year 11 pupils will be asked questions about how they identify their gender and sexuality. There will also be some additional optional questions that ask how your child felt during the coronavirus pandemic lockdown and what things helped with their wellbeing during that time. The results will help your child’s school understand and support the wellbeing of all pupils.
The notice provided with this letter updates you on the steps we take as part of this research, including how we collect, analyse, make sense of, and present data or information. It also tells you about your rights (and those of your child) in relation to this, including your right to remove your child from this research.
